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Overview
In this exercise we will create and modify MARC records.  This will involve using a program called MARCEdit created by Terry Reese at Oregon State University. The purpose of this exercise is to become familiar with both the MARC record encoding standard and the bibliographic record structure.  The exercise includes two parts, record creation and batch record modification.

· Download and install MARCEdit - http://oregonstate.edu/~reeset/marcedit/html/index.php
· A Sample MARC file is available in Blackboard (Course  Documents >> Presentations & Class Documents >> MARC.zip

· You may work in groups but one of your assignments includes using this software to create MARC records.

· If you are unable to use MARCEdit then use a text editor to create a MARC record matching the text-readable example presented in class
Exercise 1 – Create a MARC record using the editor
In this exercise, we will create a MARC record from scratch and ‘compile’ it into a full MARC record.  

· We will catalog the following resource:  http://www.netlibrary.com/Details.aspx?ProductId=110062
· Open the e-book and spend a few minutes looking at metadata information including descriptive information, publication information, format information.  

· Go to http://www.oclc.org/bibformats/ and look at the available MARC fields.  The MARC record you create does not need to have all of this information but should include

· Fixed fields (007, 008)

· Title (245)

· Author (1XX)

· Publication information (260)
· Subject headings (6xx)

· For subject headings, you may want to consult the LCSH authorities database http://authorities.loc.gov
· URL (856) and

· Description (5xx) fields.  

· Make decisions about the content and structure of your fields.  If needed, consult the AACR2 manual (in print) or the online ISBD http://www.ifla.org/VII/s13/pubs/cat-isbd.htm
· Open the MARCEdit Editor

· Click on File >> New and choose a template that matches your resource.  This will create a template MARC record which you can modify.

· Edit your record based on the OCLC and ISBD documentation above
· Save your record when you are done

· To compile your record click on File >> Compile your File into MARC

· Save your compiled MARC file and open it using a regular text editor to see what the structure of an encoded MARC record looks like.
Exercise 2 – Batch processing of MARC files
In this exercise we will open an existing MARC record file, perform some edits to it and re-compile it.  We will start by breaking apart our MARC record file:

· Launch MARCEdit, click on MARCBreaker

· Open the MARC file you downloaded from blackboard(click on the first browse link)

· Set a destination file (Second browse link)

· Make sure that MARCBreaker is selected and click Execute

· Once Complete, click the Edit Records button

Now that our MARC file has been turned into an editable text format, let’s edit some fields

· Look up the appropriate values of the author (100) field

· Highlight a line for a 100 field in one of the records

· Click on Edit >> MARC Info and select OCLC or LC
· Edit the 008 of a record

· Select the 008 of a given MARC record

· Click on Edit >>Edit 008  Data >> Edit

· Check out the possible values for the 008

· Batch Modify some MARC records by adding a Local Note (590) field

· Click on Tools >> Add/Delete Field

· Enter a subfield a ($a) and a local note

· If you are interested in batch modifying data, try out the edit subfield data feature
